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OPTOMETRISTS ACT 1956
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EXPLANATORY STATEMENT

The Optometrists Act 1956 provides for the registration of legally qualified
practitioners, and for fees to be charged in respect to the granting of both initial and
annual registration. Section 47AE of the Act empowers the Minister, by notice
published in the Gazette, to determine fees in respect to subsection l5(1), paragraph

17(b) and paragraph 18(1Xb) of the Act.
