	(1)	Clare Doube is taken to have been appointed as a corrections official visitor for the period beginning on 1 September 2023 and ending on the commencement of the Official Visitor (Corrections Management) Appointment 2025 (No 1) (DI2025‑236).
	(2)	Without limiting subsection (1), anything done, or purported to have been done, by Clare Doube during that period as a corrections official visitor is taken to be, and always have been, as valid as if the Official Visitor (Corrections Management) Appointment 2023 (No 1) (DI2023‑222) had validly appointed Clare Doube as a corrections official visitor.

corrections official visitor means an official visitor for a visitable place under the Corrections Management Act 2007.
