1	Name of instrument
This instrument is the Liquor (Fees) Determination 2026. 
2	Commencement 
[bookmark: _Hlk160455162_0]This instrument commences on 1 July 2026.
3	Determination of fees
I determine that the fee payable for a matter stated in an item in the Schedule, column 2 is the fee stated in the Schedule, column 3 for that matter.
4	Reduction of fees
(1) This section applies if—
(a) an eligible licensee applies for a reduction in the annual fee payable for the licence under the Act, section 32B; and 
(b) the commissioner for fair trading approves the application.
(2) The annual fees to which this section applies are the following:
(a) Item 501, (1) (a) and (b);
(b) Item 501, (2) (a) and (b);
(c) Item 501, (3) (a), (b), (c),(d), (e) and (f) for bar, general licence and special licences only;
(d) Item 501, (4) (a) and (b);
(e) Item 501, (1) (c);
(f) Item 501, (2) (c);
(g) Item 501, (3) (g) for bar, general licence and special licences only; and
(h) Item 501, (4) (c).
Note	Catering licences are not eligible for a fee reduction.
See the Act, s 32B and the Liquor (Reduction in Annual Licence Fee for Eligible Events) Guidelines 2025 (No 1).
(3) I determine that the fees under section (2) (a) – (d) for the licence is 80 per cent less than the fee determined for the licence under section 3.
(4) I determine that the fees under section (2) (e) – (h) for the licence is 50 per cent less than the fee determined for the licence under section 3.
5	Payment of fees
(1) The fee payable for a matter stated in item 501 in the Schedule, column 2 is payable to the commissioner for fair trading.
(2) The fee payable for a matter stated in an item in the Schedule, column 2, other than a matter in item 501, is payable to the Territory.
(3) The fee for a matter stated in an item in the Schedule, column 2 is payable by the person requesting the matter.
6	Revocation
This instrument revokes the Liquor (Fees) Determination 2025 (No 2) (DI2025-285).
