MOTOR OMNIBUS SERVICES ORDINANCE 1974

EXPLANATORY MEMORANDUM

No. 11 of 1974

The proposed Motor Omnibus Services Ordinance 1974, together with the
consequential amendments to the Commonwealth Motor Omnibus Services Regulations and
the Motor Omnibus Fares Regulations, will permit the sale and use of daily ticketson A.C.T.
buses.

A daily busticket will permit unlimited travel on buses at any time during the
day to which the ticket is expressed to be applicable. The price of the tickets will be set at 50
cents each.

The introduction of daily bus tickets is designed to make bus travel in the
A.C.T. more attractive and thus to encourage the use of public transport in preference to
private vehicles.
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
