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EXPLANATORY STATEMENT


This determination is made by the Speaker of the Legislative Assembly (the Speaker) pursuant to s 11A of the Legislative Assembly Precincts Act 2001 (the Act). 
Section 7A of the Act provides that the Speaker may grant a licence to a person to use any part of the Assembly precincts; provides the Speaker with the capacity to exercise other rights in relation to a licence; and sets out other provisions relating to granting of licences.
This determination provides that licences granted to use the Reception and Exhibition Rooms of the Assembly Building will be subject to the fees shown in the determination.
The fees were last revised in 2012 and have been updated to reflect increased costs of operations over that time. The following table shows the charges in this determination and the corresponding charges in the previous (2012) determination:
