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EXPLANATORY STATEMENT


The Canberra Institute of Technology Act 1987 (the Act) and the Financial Management Act 1996 provide for the establishment and appointment of the governing board members.

This instrument appoints Jane Madden to be CIT Board Deputy Chair until 31 August 2026, commencing the day after notification.
