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EXPLANATORY STATEMENT


Overview
This explanatory statement relates to the Road Transport (General) (Refund and Dishonoured Payments Fees) Determination 2026 (No 1) (the instrument) as presented to the Legislative Assembly. It has been prepared to assist the reader of the instrument. It does not form part of the instrument and has not been endorsed by the Assembly.

Section 96 of the Road Transport (General) Act 1999 (the Act) allows the Minister to determine fees, charges and other amounts payable under the ACT road transport legislation.

This instrument determines the fees for transactions relating to refunds and the handling of dishonoured cheques and credit cards under the road transport legislation.

The fees for items in Column 4 of Schedule 1 that apply on or after 1 July 2026 have been increased by 3.85%, incorporating the estimated 2025-26 wage price index of 3.5% in accordance with rates published in Budget Memo 2025/32 and an additional 0.35% as per Budget Memo 2024/14. Fees have been rounded down to the nearest ten cents.

The preference of the Standing Committee on Legal Affairs (Legislative Scrutiny Role) that instruments or explanatory statements identify the amount of the old and new fee, any percentage increase and the reason for any increase. This has been considered in the preparation of the instrument and this explanatory statement.

This instrument commences on the day after its notification day.

The instrument revokes the Road Transport (General) Refund and Dishonoured Payments Fees Determination 2025 (No 2) (DI2025-187).

This determination, under section 96 of the Act, is a disallowable instrument and must be presented to the Legislative Assembly not later than 6 sitting days after its notification day, pursuant to section 64 of the Legislation Act 2001 (the Legislation Act).

Human Rights
There are no human rights impacts arising from this instrument.

Climate change
It is anticipated that the changes implemented in this instrument will not have an impact on climate change.
