Grade B. 

Senior Firefighter Must have completed 
twelve month's service as 
a First Class Firefighter 
Grade A and have passed 
the qualifying 
examination for promotion 
to Senior Firefighter, OR 
have completed five 
year's service as a First 
Class Firefighter Grade 
A. 
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Station Officer 
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Must have completed two 
year's service as a 
Senior Firefighter and 
have passed the 
qualifying examination 
for promotion to Station 
Officer, OR have 
completed five year's 
service as a First Class 
Firefighter Grade A and 
have passed qualifying 
examination for promotion 
to Station Officer.
