The Residential Zonesingle Dwellinglousing Development Control enables a single dwelling
development, including alterations and extensions, to be exempt from requiring development
approval where it meets all the requirements set out in the control declared under section 14 (1) (a)
of the Planning (Exempt Development) Regulation 2028 Regulation), and where it meets the
relevant development exemption criteria as set out in Begulation Where a requirement for a
specific block is contained within a distrigtegific single dwelling haing development control for
exempt development declaratia that requirement supersedes the corresponding requirement in
the Residential ZonesSingle Dwelling Housing Development Control.

This control is for the district of Gungah(as defined in the relevant District Policy of the Territory
Plan)and enables single dwelling development to be exempt from requiring development approval
where it meets all the requirements set out in this control.

This category of exempt development allows compliant single dwellings to be built without
development approval.

An exemption declaration is a minor approval that can be issued by the Territory Planning Authority
that allows a single dwelling, which would be exempt from development approval other than for one
or more minor encroachments, to continue to be dealt wathexempt development. In all cases,

the departures from the requirements in this control must be consistent with the exemptions for
minor nortcompliance as set out in tHelanning (Exempt Development) Regulation 2028 the

Territory Planning Authoritis satisfied that the departures are minor and will not cause an adverse
effect to neighbours.

Adding a secondary residence is not considered to be exempt development and would require
development approval.
