Biosecurity Act 2023, s 29 (Notifiable biosecurity matter) and s 33 (Prohibited biosecurity matter)


1 Name of instrument
This instrument is the Biosecurity (Notifiable and Prohibited Biosecurity Matter) Declaration 2025.
2 Commencement
This instrument commences on the commencement of the Biosecurity Act 2023 section 29.
Note	The naming and commencement provisions automatically commence on the notification day (see Legislation Act 2001, s 75 (1)).
3 Notifiable biosecurity matter
I declare that the biosecurity matter mentioned in an item in schedule 1, for which there is an X in column 4, is notifiable biosecurity matter throughout the ACT.
However, biosecurity matter mentioned in subsection 1 is taken not to be notifiable biosecurity matter if it is contained in a vaccine that is—
a registered veterinary chemical product; or
being dealt with in accordance with an agvet permit; or
registered under the Therapeutic Goods Act, section 9A (Australian Register of Therapeutic Goods); or
(ii)exempt from the Therapeutic Goods Act, part 3-2 (Registration and listing of therapeutic goods), by a regulation made under that Act, section 18 (Exempt goods).
In this section:
agvet code means the Agvet Code of the ACT, under the Agricultural and Veterinary Chemicals Code Act 1994 (Cwlth), as in force from time to time.
agvet permit means a permit issued under the agvet code, part 7.
registered means registered under the agvet code, part 2.
veterinary chemical product—see the agvet code, section 5.
Therapeutic Goods Act means the Therapeutic Goods Act 1989 (Cwlth) as in force from time to time.

4 Prohibited biosecurity matter
I declare that the biosecurity matter mentioned in an item in schedule 1, for which there is an X in column 5, is prohibited biosecurity matter throughout the ACT.
However, biosecurity matter mentioned in an item in schedule 1 is taken not to be prohibited biosecurity matter if it is contained in a vaccine that is—
a registered veterinary chemical product; or
being dealt with in accordance with an agvet permit; or
registered under the Therapeutic Goods Act, section 9A (Australian Register of Therapeutic Goods); or
(ii)exempt from the Therapeutic Goods Act, part 3-2 (Registration and listing of therapeutic goods), by a regulation made under that Act, section 18 (Exempt goods).
In this section—
agvet code means the Agvet Code of the ACT, under the Agricultural and Veterinary Chemicals Code Act 1994 (Cwlth), as in force from time to time.
Note	The Agvet Code of the ACT is set out in the Agricultural and Veterinary Chemicals Code Act 1994 (Cwlth), sch (see that Act, s 5 (1))
agvet permit means a permit issued under the agvet code, part 7.
registered means registered under the agvet code, part 2.

Therapeutic Goods Act means the Therapeutic Goods Act 1989 (Cwlth) as in force from time to time.
