AMENDMENTS OF THE HOSPITAL TAX REGULATIONS.

(b) by posting it by prepaid letter post addressed to bim at the
postal address for service of notices given by him in any
Form under these Regulations,

and, in any case to which paragraph (d) of this regulation applies,
service of the notice shall, unless the contrary is proved, be deemed to
have been effected at the time when it would in the ordinary course
of post have arrived at the place to which it was addressed.

“7. Any notice to be given by the Commissioner may be given by signatures.
any officer duly authorized in that behalf and any notice purporting
to be signed by the authority of the Commissioner shall be as valid and
effectual for all purposes as if signed by the Commissioner in person.”.
